INTERSECTING LETTERS
1. Type your first name using the text tool

2. Click on your name with the black arrow.  You will get a box around your name.  Stretch out your name so it is big.

3. At the top of the menu, go to Type; Create Outlines
4. Click anywhere on the white page

5. Choose the white arrow from the tools palette

6. Click on an individual letter and make it a different color by clicking on a color in the colors palette.  Do this for EACH letter, making each letter a different color

7. Using the white arrow, rearrange the letters so they overlap each other in at least two places

8. Select all the letter

9. At the top of the menu go to Window; Pathfinder, and a palette will appear at the bottom of your screen
10. On the pathfinder palette, click on the icon that is in the second row, 1st icon.  It says “divide” when you put your mouse over it.

11. Click anywhere in the white area

12. Using your white arrow, click on a section of a letter that intersects another letter.

13. Get the eyedropper tool from the tools palette (left side, 10 icon down)

14. Click on the letter that has the opposite color of the one you selected

15. Click on the white arrow, then click anywhere on the white area.  You will see that it now looks like the letters are intersecting each other.  Repeat this for the rest of the letter of your name

16. Save and print
