Name Masking
Steps:

1. Type PVHMS

2. Select the letters with the BLACK arrow and turn into outlines (type/create outlines)
3. Using the WHITE arrow, distort the letters so that you take up the whole page without losing the wording

4. Select the letters with the BLACK arrow.  Make a compound path for the letters (object/compound path/make)

5. Place the picture of Palo Verde onto the letters (example42/destop pub/beginning students/illustrator/pv) and send the picture to the back (object/arrange/send to back)

6. With the BLACK arrow, select both the letters and the pictures and make the mask (object/clipping mask/make)

Put your name on it and print it out
