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Part II – extended time to check stocks over a period of time.


	Summary:
	Students will explore the stock market by learning terms, watching a video, researching stock, tracking stock and writing a report on their experience.
This is a three part lesson.  Part I is an introduction to the stock market which involves discussion of investments, vocabulary and research.  Students will choose three stock and give a brief background of each company and why they would invest in the stock.  Part II involves tracking stock for the semester in Excel and graphing results..  Part III involves a report of how their stock performed with graphs to support their claims.

	Objectives:
	· Student will be able to research stock and company information.
· Student will be able to track stock market information using the internet or newspaper.

· Student will be able to properly format spreadsheet to track stock information including current price, gain/loss, % change.

· Student will be able to graph the information from stocks to compare performance.


	Assessments:
	Student will be evaluated based on rubric for tracking of stock performance in Excel with graph of performance and final report. 


	Pre-requisite Knowledge:
	Students will have completed basic assignments using spreadsheets including writing formulas, page set up, formatting.  This is a higher level assignment which will involve research and report writing as well as basic spreadsheet and graphing knowledge.
Students will have knowledge of Word and pasting of information from other applications prior to this.


	Learning Environment:
	Introduction to stocks will be a class discussion.

Computer Lab:  Vocabulary, company research, stock research and tracking will be the responsibility of the individual student.  Students may discuss choices of stock and any other aspects of the project with other students and help their peers if needed.


	modification for differentiated instruction
	Due to the lab nature of the class there are many opportunities for all types of learners to succeed.  First, demonstration of expected outcome in given through a smart board demonstration or a program called Synchroneyes which enables me to demonstrate at each student’s workstation.

Gifted students will be able to work at their own pace and be given the opportunity to help peers who need help.

Special needs students will have demonstration of procedure, example of outcome on computer and well as on the worksheet.  Extra time will be given to research stock.  One on one teacher assistance and peer tutoring.

Second language learners will have benefit of demonstration, one on one teacher assistance and peer tutoring.  Extra time will be given to research stock.  Students may also check stock performance in the newspaper if they wish.

The Stock Market, Part II

Now that you have some background work on the stock market you will format a spreadsheet to track the three stocks you researched.  You have $5,000 to invest in each stock.  First, you will need to set up a spreadsheet.  Unlike other spreadsheets we’ve completed you will first enter the formulas and then enter the information that needs to be calculated.

Setting up a spreadsheet to track performance.

1. Open Excel and create a document called Stock Market.

2. Format, Page, Orientation – Landscape.

3. In cell A1 type Stock Research

4. In cell A2 type your name.

5. In cell A5 type, Stock

6. In cell B5 type, Stock Name

7. In cell C5 type, Number Shares

8. In cell D5 type, Base Price

9. In cell E5 type, Base Value

10. In cell F5 type, Current Value

11. In cell G5 type, Current Price

12. In cell H5 type, Gain/Loss

13. In cell I5 type, % Change.

14. Select the row by click on the row number.  Select Format, Cell, Alignment, check Wrap Text.  While the row in highlighted, click on Bold and Center alignment.

15. In rows 6 – 8 enter the name of the stock and symbol following the example provided.

16. In cell c6 enter the following formula:  =E6/D6.  Fill the formula down for your other two choices.  For right now don’t worry about the answer that appears. Your answers won’t be correct until you actually enter stock information.

17. Click in cell E6.  type 5,000.  Fill the number down to your other two stocks.

18. Select column E by clicking on the column heading. Once selected click on the $ on the formatting tool bar.  Do the same for columns D, F, G, H.

19. Go to G6.  Enter the formula –F6*C6.  Fill the formula down for your other two stocks.

20. Go to H6.  Enter the formula =G6-E6.  Fill the formula down for your other two stocks.

21. Go to I6.  Enter the formula =H6/E6.

22. Check your work and save the spreadsheet.

23. Minimize your spreadsheet and open Explorer.

24. Using Yahoo.com or another stock website of your choice, find the necessary information to begin tracking your stocks.

25. Look for the “Last” or “Current” stock price.  Use this number to enter in your spreadsheet under base price and current value.  AFTER TODAY, EACH TIME YOU UPDATE YOUR STOCK SPREADSHEET YOU WILL ONLY CHANGE THE CURRENT PRICE.

26. Once you have entered all the necessary information, save your spreadsheet and print one copy and turn in.  When assigned by your teacher you will check your stock and enter the current price for that day.

Graphing stock performance.

1. Once you have followed the stock for the specified period of time you will create two graphs.  One graph will show the stock performance based on current value and base price.  The second graph will show the current value of the original investment.

2. To graph stock performance highlight cells with the Stock Name heading and the three individual stocks.  Holding the ctrl key, highlight information in columns D and F.

3. Click on the Chart Wizard.  Choose an appropriate graph.

4. Make sure you give your graph a descriptive title and label the X & Y axis.

5. Once you have this chart in your spreadsheet, create a second chart for the current value.  Follow the same procedure by selecting the Stock Name and Current Value.

6. Save the spreadsheet with the graphs, print a spreadsheet with graphs.  Go to Tools, Options, View Formulas.  Place a check next to Formulas.  This will hide your answer and show the formulas that you entered.  Check Print Preview to make sure all info will print on the page.  Adjust page if necessary.  Print a copy. Don’t save changes.  Staple spreadsheets together and turn in.

7. Go on to Part III, stock report.  
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
