Types of Development Poster

Directions: Working with your group, prepare a poster that shows the 4 types of development of young children. Write student group names on the poster. You may cut out magazine photos or use your own drawings, along with some brief written explanation of each. You will present this to the class.
1. Draw 4 squares on poster paper and label each square with a different type of development. (social, emotional, intellectual, and physical)

2. Choose two squares to focus on. Write a detailed explanation of each, write examples, write types of experiences, interactions, toys, games, books, songs, etc. that would help a young child grow in that area; and cut and paste photos that exhibit that type of learning. 

3. On back side, each student in the group should write one memory they have of their family helping them to develop that type of growth.
