Step 1.
Best Records among the tied teams figured on a percentage basis in Region play.  

(Head to head comparisons)

a.  If Step 1 identifies the qualifying team or teams, the results are final and the process stops at Step 1.

Step 2.
If some teams are still tied, the best record concept among the remaining teams will be repeated until we exhaust this process.  Best Records to identify the qualifying teams. (Head to head comparison)

a.  If Step 2 identifies the qualifying team or teams, the results are final and the process stops at Step 2.

Step 3.
Current Power Ratings/Power Points

FOR SEEDING PURPOSES ONLY (After teams have qualified)

Step 1.
Best Region Records among the tied teams.

Step 2.
Repetition of Best Record concept among the remaining tied teams in Region play.

(Head to head competition)

Step 3.
All ties will be broken by the 4A power ratings.

Step 4.
Coin flip
The Best Records will be determined on a percentage basis utilizing the following criteria:

1 point for games won among the tied teams.

0 points for games lost among the tied teams.

GENERAL GUIDELINES

tc \l1 "GENERAL GUIDELINES
THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES HAVE BEEN COMPILED FROM THE MINUTES OF THE GILA/KINO/SONORAN REGION MEETINGS.  THESE ARE GILA/KINO/SONORAN REGION POLICIES IN MOST CASES.  HOWEVER, PERTINENT AIA AND 4A RULES MAY BE INCLUDED.  FOR COMPLETE STATE ASSOCIATION RULES, REFER TO THE AIA HANDBOOK.  SEE THE 4A HANDBOOK FOR CONFERENCE SPORTS RULES AND REGULATIONS.

1. Academic Eligibility
Schools playing an academically ineligible athlete in a traditional team sport (football, volleyball, basketball, soccer, baseball, softball) will forfeit any contest/game in which the student participated while academically ineligible.  For cross country or golf, team scores will be reconfigured after the ineligible athlete’s results have been removed.  In the individual sports (tennis, track, swimming, wrestling) only the individual athlete will be affected.   
(K/S  5/6/03)
2. Advisory Committee Representativestc \l2 "Advisory Committee Representatives
a) The outgoing advisory committee member shall conduct an election in which the coaches of that sport elect a representative and recommend that person to the region  (So. Div. 10/26/77)

b) The representative of the coaches’ sports advisory committees shall conduct written polls of the coaches, with signatures indicating “yes”, “no” or “no opinion” for each item of the poll.   (So.Div. 11/4/81)
c) Each representative shall communicate with the other coaches in their Region to confirm the accuracy of their Region’s power ratings.  This should be done at the end of the regular season and prior to the state seeding meeting.  The representative shall communicate the accuracy of the power ratings with the person who is in charge of the state seeding meeting.  The representative (or his/her designee) shall attend the state seeding meeting.

3. Awardstc \l2 "Awards
a) All regular season winners will receive a plaque.  Individual medals are given as directed by the 4A Conference.

b) Regional Championships are determined by regular season play in those sports in which all region teams meet each other, and the post season tournament, in these cases, serve merely to qualifying teams for the State Tournament Bracket.

4. Violation of Rulestc \l2 "Violation of Rules
If the representatives of one school feel that another school is in violation of any rule involving interscholastic activities, the principals of the two schools will correspond with each other about the alleged violations, with copies of the letters going to the Region Chairperson.  
(So. Div. 9/28/76)

5. Attendance on Game Daystc \l2 "Attendance on Game Days
a) The Gila/Kino/Sonoran Regions believe that education is our first consideration and that classroom attendance on the day of a game or meet is required except in the case of valid excuse, and at the discretion of the school administrator.

b) This will be interpreted to mean a student will attend all classes unless excused by an administrator.  In case of emergencies, where it is impossible to inform the administrator beforehand, the athlete should contact the administrator as soon as possible.

c) As soon as the athlete has been determined to be in violation of this rule and the athlete has been given due process, the athlete will be declared ineligible for the next contest.

6. Region Passestc \l2 "Region Passes
a)
Gila/Kino/Sonoran/Southern Region passes will be honored only at regular scheduled games or tournaments held between member schools (includes Region Tournaments).   Three passes will be issued to each school.  Athletic Directors are responsible for these passes.     
        (So. Div. 11/21/80)
7. Faculty Passestc \l2 "Faculty Passes
a)
Only passes of schools participating in that game will be honored.  (So. Div. 10/6/82)  
       Faculty passes are not to be accepted at Regional and State Tournaments.

8. Noisemakers

a) Noisemakers are not allowed at indoor Gila/Kino/Sonoran Region events. 


(K/S 5/1/00)

b) Noisemakers that impact the normal progress of outdoor athletic events will not be allowed.  This will be at the discretion of the host administrator.


(K/S 4/8/02)

9. Signs
Signs are not allowed at indoor Region Tournament events . 

(K/S 3/11/02)

10.  Region Alignment Criteria          (K/S Min 10/20/94)

a)
Enrollment figures based on end of day October 1st, based on report sent to AIA. 

b)
Begin with school with largest enrollment; assign to Kino; alternate schools left to right (Kino – left; Sonoran – right)            
c)
Ties in enrollment – placement determined alphabetically             
d)
If 50% or more schools move to a different region based on the criteria, they should retain the region name.          
e)
Align by criteria, then start from the bottom up in determining which schools will be in each region.         
f)
Separate schools in same district as equally as possible.       

g)
Separate travel schools (Douglas, Nogales)
(K/S Min 10/14/96)
SCHEDULEStc \l1 "SCHEDULES
1. Changing Schedulestc \l2 "Changing Schedules
No dates, sites, or times of games may be changed without mutual consent of the athletic administrators of both schools.    If a schedule change is not mutually agreed to by the principal or principal's designee of both schools, the event will be played as originally scheduled.  
(So. Div. 4/20/83)

2. Change of Schedule Guidelinestc \l2 "Change of Schedule Guidelines
All changes of schedules shall be submitted by the home school using the appropriate form in the AIA handbook, with copies sent to the region chair, AIA office, Arizona Daily Star, Tucson Citizen, AIA Area Commissioner, and the visiting school.  (So. Region 9/8/86)
3. Cancellation of Scheduled Events by Host Schooltc \l2 "Cancellation of Scheduled Events by Host School
It is the obligation of the home school to host scheduled events when three or more schools are involved, even though the host school may not be participating, unless an agreement can be reached for an alternate host by the remaining schools.  (So. Div. 10/6/86)

4. Baseball, Soccer, and Softball Makeup Gamestc \l2 "Baseball, Soccer, and Softball Makeup Games
Makeup games in Baseball, Soccer, and Softball shall be rescheduled within seven calendar days with the home school making the final decision.  (So. Region 10/6/86)

5. Spring Sport Late Starting Timetc \l2 "Spring Sport Late Starting Time
All spring sport starting times, when visitor is late, will be 20 minutes after the visitor arrives.  The time starts when the bus arrives.  (So. Div. 4/1/81)  Track meets will start on time.  If a team arrives late, they may only enter events that have not been completed.  (Kino/Sonoran/Southern 3/13/00)

COMPETITIONtc \l1 "COMPETITION
1. Filming Athletic Events

There is no limit on filming athletic events.  However, there may be no filming of other teams for scouting purposes.  It is permissible to exchange films.  However, schools are not bound to exchange films.  

(So. Div. 5/2/84)

2. Sixteen Year Age Limittc \l2 "Sixteen Year Age Limit
All 16-year old boys and girls are excluded from participation in freshman sports.

TOURNAMENTS

tc \l1 "TOURNAMENTS1. Tournament Site Guidelinestc \l2 "Tournament Site Guidelines
Any person volunteering to direct a Region/State meet or tournament shall name the site they intend to use at the time they volunteer.  The Region as a whole shall then approve or disapprove this site and/or director on a majority vote basis.

If a change of site becomes necessary, consideration should be given in the following order:

a. Approval by the Region as a whole if time permits.

b. The schools involved should be contacted and a site determined by a majority vote of the schools involved.

c. The games committee shall determine the new site.

d. The Tournament Director shall determine the new site.

    (So. Div. 3/9/77)

2. Emergency Tournament Situationstc \l2 "Emergency Tournament Situations
The Region Chair and the elected representatives to the 4A Conference shall have the authority to meet with the Tournament Director to arrive at decisions in emergency situations.  The Tournament Director should hold to the tournament guidelines.  (So. Div. 5/5/82)

INCOME AND EXPENSEStc \l1 “INCOME AND EXPENSES
1. Region Income/Lossestc \l2 “Region Income
Profit from Region Tournaments shall remain with the Region.

2. Region Assessmenttc \l2 “Region Assessment
Each 4A Region will be assessed yearly by the 4A Conference, (amount TBD).

Each Gila/Kino/Sonoran school may be assessed as needed.

BASKETBALL (BOYS AND GIRLS)tc \l1 "BASKETBALL (BOYS AND GIRLS)
1. 
Game Management


Only those players participating in the current game are allowed to shoot baskets prior, during half time, or after the conclusion of the game.  Spectators are not allowed to shoot baskets.  (K/S/S 1997)

2.

Crowd Controltc \l2 "Crowd Control
Whereas the Gila/Kino\Sonoran Regions do not condone unsportsmanlike conduct of crowds booing during the free throws at basketball games, it is requested that the game officials take action where the conduct becomes objectionable.  The game official is asked to stop the game and a responsible school official is to take immediate action to control the unsportsmanlike conduct.

3. 
Bandstc \l2 "Bands
It is recommended that band performance at basketball games be limited to before games and half-time (if not in conflict with a half-time performance of spirit lines).

During time-outs the band may work with cheerleaders in their yells if requested.

At no time should the band perform while the ball is in play.

4. 
Late Starting Games

If the game can start by 4:15, six (6) minute quarters will be played.  If the game starts between 4:16 and 4:30, the quarters will be 8 minutes with a running clock and a 5 minute half.
