STRUCTURE OF THE ARIZONA INTERSCHOLASTIC ASSOCIATION
tc \l1 "STRUCTURE OF THE ARIZONA INTERSCHOLASTIC ASSOCIATION
1.
ARIZONA INTERSCHOLASTIC ASSOCIATION
The AIA is an organization of representative school administrators which regulates interscholastic activities in Arizona.  The AIA consists of conferences throughout the state: 5A, 4A, 3A, 2A, and 1A.  Enrollment determines membership in a conference, with 5A member schools having the greatest enrollment.

2. AIA EXECUTIVE BOARD
The Executive Board is the primary group whose responsibility is to carry out the policies established by the Legislative Council.  The board meets once each month during the year.

3.
AIA EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
The Executive Director is hired by the Executive Board to carry out the directives of the Executive Board, to give interpretations of policies and regulations, and to manage the AIA office.  The Executive Director is an Executive Board member who has no vote.

4. LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL
The Legislative Council is the policy making body of the AIA.  Meetings are scheduled winter and spring with special meetings called occasionally.

5. 5A CONFERENCE
The conference is made up of schools with an enrollment of 1900 students or more.  This body has the authority to establish rules and starting dates for specific sports.  Each school is represented at 5A Conference meetings, which are generally held twice a year, prior to AIA Legislative Council meetings.

6. 5A EXECUTIVE BOARD
The 5A Executive Board meets once a month to disseminate the input from the Regions and the Sports Advisory Committees, and to revise, establish, and implement rules for each sport, and sports calendars.

7. SOUTHERN REGION
The Southern Region is made up of representatives from each member high school, led by a Chairperson who is elected annually by the Region.  Each member school has one vote.  The groups' responsibilities include scheduling, regulation of sports not covered by AIA/5A, proposals for consideration by AIA/5A, recommendations and implementation of Southern Region rules and policies, income and expense accounts, etc.

8. SPORTS ADVISORY COMMITTEE
The Sports Advisory Committee provides input from sports representatives of the Regions, to the 5A Conference.  Each region selects one coach from each sport who serves a 4-year term on the Committee.  The representative conveys the interests and desires of the coaches to Region meetings and 5A Conference meetings.

GENERAL GUIDELINEStc \l1 "GENERAL GUIDELINES
THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES HAVE BEEN COMPILED FROM THE MINUTES OF THE SOUTHERN REGION MEETINGS.  THESE ARE SOUTHERN REGION POLICIES IN MOST CASES.  HOWEVER, PERTINENT AIA AND 5A RULES MAY BE INCLUDED.

(FOR COMPLETE STATE ASSOCIATION RULES, REFER TO THE AIA HANDBOOK.  SEE THE 5A HANDBOOK FOR CONFERENCE SPORTS RULES AND REGULATIONS).

1. Academic Eligibility
Schools playing an academically ineligible athlete will forfeit any contest in which the academically ineligible student participated.

2. Advisory Committee Representativestc \l2 "Advisory Committee Representatives
a.  The outgoing advisory committee member shall conduct an election in which the coaches of
       that sport elect a representative and recommend that person to the region (So. Div. 10/26/77)

b.  The representative of the coaches’ sports advisory committees shall conduct a written poll of M 

       the coaches, with signatures indicating “yes”, “no” or “no opinion” for each item in the poll.  


          (So.Div. 11/4/81)

c. The Southern Region will select one administrator for each sport to serve in a liaison capacity   
       with the coaches group and to assist the region representative.  (So. Div. 1982)
d. Prior to the region tournament championship game/match, the elected representative of each region's Coaches' Advisory Committee shall organize the selection of first and second "All‑Region Teams" for baseball, basketball, football, soccer, softball, and volleyball.  The selectees will be announced at the championship game/match and the appropriate press organizations notified.  Certificates will be prepared and awarded to the "first team".  At the discretion of the selection committee, the names of honorable mention team members may be provided to the media for consideration.  Football selections should be made no later than the selection Saturday for state seeding.  "All‑Region Teams" for cross country, golf, swim/dive, tennis, track & field, and wrestling, shall be determined in a similar manner but based upon results of the region tournament. (K/S/S)(4/13/04)
3. Awardstc \l2 "Awards
a. All regular season winners will receive a plaque.  Individual medals are given as directed by the    5A Conference.

b. Regional Championships are determined by regular season play in those sports in which all region teams meet each other, and the post season tournament, in these cases, serve merely to qualifying teams for the State Tournament Bracket.

4. Violation of Rulestc \l2 "Violation of Rules
If the representatives of one school feel that another school is in violation of any rule involving interscholastic activities, the principals of the two schools will correspond with each other about the alleged violations, with copies of the letters going to the Region Chairperson.  (So. Div. 9/28/76)

5. Quickiestc \l2 "Quickies
All items brought from the floor for a vote shall be submitted in writing with sufficient number of copies for each member.  (So. Region 9/8/86)

6.  Noisemakers

There will be 6-minute quarters and a 6-minute half-time for frosh basketball games, if the visiting team is not ready to start by 4:30 PM.  Should the visiting team not be ready to commence game by 4:45 PM, the game will be canceled.  (So. Div. 11/20/80).
